Purpose of the Education Committee

Building the next generation is not the work of a specific department, but
a shared mission that requires the faith and life example of the entire
church to come together. The direction and structure of education we
choose now will determine the depth of faith of the next generation, and
become the face of Saesoon Presbyterian Church in 10 years.

Therefore, the Education Committee’s purpose is not short-term programs,
but to research and design the direction of long-term, sustainable faith
education, to establish a connected flow of Word-centered education
rather than departmental fragmentation, and to build a foundation of faith
that goes beyond knowledge transfer to life transformation.

Core Directions of the Education Committee

In a rapidly changing world, to help our children stand firm as disciples of
Jesus Christ without being swayed by worldly values, we pursue the
following educational directions:

Continuous Education

Building an integrated curriculum with one flow of
faith from infancy through young adulthood

Cultural Bridge

Supporting KM-EM to grow together in one gospel
beyond language and cultural barriers

Long-term Vision-Centered Education

Rather than immediate change, nurturing prepared
individuals who will make a positive impact in church
and society in 10 years
